General comments

Community planting is a strength and together with a lovely cemetery, a splendid playground and
playing field and other good facilities, it was a real pleasure to visit this most attractive village.

Residents have clearly made a real effort to provide attractive floral displays and effective planting in

various locations around the village and not least in their own gardens. There were particularly good

examples of colourful planting to be found at Bradwall Lodge and Rochester House on Ferry Road and
Middle Cottage on King Street. Special mention must also be made of the excellent planting displays

outside houses on Howe Lane and St Michael’s Court.

There was good community planting at various locations around the village with good examples to be
found by the village signs, outside Field Farm Feeds, Providence Cottage and Daffodil Farm on Thornton
Road and outside K and G Lowery on Ferry Road. There was further planting on Manor Lane, Willow
Lane, Mill Lane, Thorn Lane and at Farrows Pond.

The grass verges and hedges around the village were well-maintained. The village signs are attractive
and noticeboards are very good quality containing up to date information.

The grass was also well-cut on the large playing field, which includes the excellent playground and skate
park as well as two MUGA:s.

The cemetery on Horsegatefield Road is very impressive with very well-cut grass across the whole site.

There was no
litter on the site.
